Dear Doctors:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Wynn with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, congestive heart failure, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and hypertension.  His last visit was May 5, 2025.  His weight has gone up 8 pounds since his last visit, but he is feeling generally well.  Several medications have been changed, metoprolol is reduced to 25 mg twice a day from 50 mg twice a day and amlodipine 5 mg has been stopped.  He was having symptomatic low blood pressure episodes according to his wife and so he has been feeling better since the change was made.  No hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No peripheral edema.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 247 pounds, pulse 62 and regular and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 118/78.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear with a prolonged expiratory phase throughout.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done October 29, 2025.  Creatinine is stable 1.63 with estimated GFR of 48, intact parathyroid hormone is 63.7 and calcium 10.2.  Electrolytes are normal, albumin 4.0, phosphorus 2.7 and hemoglobin 14.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  He will continue to have lab studies checked every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Congestive heart failure without exacerbation.
4. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, anticoagulated with warfarin and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
