Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Linda with deceased donor renal transplant in 2015.  Last visit in May.  AV fistula clotted.  Went to see the vascular surgeon.  At this moment, I will not advise any interventions.  We are not using it.  Kidney transplant is working well.  She has no weakness on that hand.  Minimal discomfort.  No inflammatory changes.  Her transplant is working well.  She is compliant with medications.  She has received the flu vaccine and in the near future to get the COVID vaccine.  Already has the pneumonia vaccine before.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight the prednisone, Myfortic and tacrolimus, for blood pressure remains on losartan and Norvasc.  Has lupus, but is quiescent, on remission, takes Plaquenil with yearly eye exam and for osteoporosis on treatment once a month with oral bisphosphonates.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, urine shows no blood and no protein.  Mild degree of anemia 12.9.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and uric acid.  GFR above 60 with creatinine 0.9.  PTH mildly elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  Deceased donor renal transplant, high risk medication immunosuppressants and tacrolimus therapeutic within 4 to 8 level.  No activity for lupus in the urine.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Continue management of osteoporosis.  Minor secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Does not require treatment.  Clotted AV fistula I will not do any procedures, no benefit and potentially risk.  Discussed about vaccines.  Tolerating losartan.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
