Dear Dr. Horsley:

This is a followup for Mr. Heminger with chronic kidney disease, history of prostate cancer and obstructive uropathy.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Follow up cardiology for pacemaker, everything is stable.  He goes eight times a day to the bathroom to empty his bladder.  Presently no catheter.  It takes time to urine flow, but there is no burning, cloudiness or blood.  No infection.  No fever.  No abdominal back pain.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system, which appears negative.  Stable edema.

Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight the lisinopril, HCTZ, terazosin, atenolol and number of supplements.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 208 down from 214 and blood pressure by nurse 128/78.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal back tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries this is from October, electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Creatinine 1.3 for a GFR of 57 stage III, which is baseline.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No symptoms.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Has obstructive uropathy.  Prior prostate cancer and procedures and prior urinary retention.  Has not required a catheter and he goes eight times a day in a regular basis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate or phosphorus replacement.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  Has a pacemaker.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
