Subject: VA Unemployable
This letter is regarding Earl Warren who is totally disabled in view of his multiple medical problems and unemployable.
Initially, he was seen in consultation on 1990 for uncontrolled hypertension for 10 years. On November 26, 1990, his blood pressure was 170/106 mmHg. He had a history of smoking one-pack a day for 30 years. He also gave history of exposure to agent Orange during his service in Vietnam.
Recently, he was seen on October 29, 2024, with this shortness of breath on minimum activity. Shortness of breath on walking one to two blocks. His functional capacity is decreasing over last two and half years. He has a coronary artery disease, which is demonstrated by his coronary calcium score of 701.8 on 04/04/2022. On November 6, 2023, he had a paroxysmal atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response.
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On December 7, 2023, his IV LEXI Cardiolite scan showed that he had a small area of reversible perfusion defect in distal septum plus distal anteroseptal wall, which suggest myocardial ischemia.
His other medical diagnoses are: Hyperlipidemia, CT chest on August 27, 2015, showed emphysema. He is known to have hyperuricemia. He also has a chronic renal insufficiency in July 2002, he was diagnosed to have adenocarcinoma of the prostate. He also has a history of dizziness at times. Recently, he has also noticed to have some memory problem.
In view of his age, multiple medical problems, and deteriorating health, he is totally disabled.
