Per your request for an Independent Medical Evaluation on your client, Daniyla Morton, please note the following medical letter.

On November 7, 2023, I performed an Independent Medical Evaluation. I reviewed an extensive amount of medical records as well as taken the history directly from the patient’s mother. A doctor-patient relationship was not established.

The patient is a 9-year-old female, who was involved in a head-on type automobile accident. The accident occurred on or about June 20, 2020. The patient was a passenger in the rear and restrained. The patient’s mother was the driver of the vehicle. It was a head-on collision where the vehicle was totaled and not drivable. The patient was in a Pontiac Sedan and it was hit by another vehicle. The car flipped and air bags were deployed. The child denied loss of consciousness. The child initially had back pain that later improved. The pain was mostly in the cervical region and the mother states that the child had bruises that have since resolved.

Timeline of Treatment: The timeline of treatment as best recollected by the patient’s mother was that day they were seen in the emergency room at Eskenazi, treated and released. Approximately two weeks later was seen at Grassy Creek Clinic and had an examination.

Activities of Daily Living: Activities of daily living affected because of these injuries are none.

Medications: The patient denies.
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Present Treatment for this Condition: None. The child has had a good recovery and does not require any treatment at this time.

Past Medical History: Denies other than eczema.

Past Traumatic Medical History: Negative. The child has not had back injuries in the past. The patient has not been in any prior automobile accidents.

Past Surgical History: Denies.

Occupation: The patient is a student.

Upon review of medical records, I would like to comment on some of the pertinent findings. Indianapolis EMS report dated June 20, 2020, states on scene found this to be a head-on collision with one vehicle resting on its driver’s side. The patient is found to be a 5-year-old female, alert and oriented x 3 with complaints of head pain. Due to mechanism of injury and age, the patient is placed in a cervical collar. Emergency room report from Eskenazi, admission date June 20, 2020, states 5-year-old female who was a restrained back seat passenger in a car seat. Car was head-on by another car. The patient denies any pain or discomfort. On physical examination, they state that the child was not in any acute distress and the remainder of the examination is documented. It states the patient is well appearing overall. No evidence of trauma. Final diagnosis is exam following motor vehicle collision. No apparent injury. The patient is a 5-year-old female who presents with restrained passenger in an MVC. She has no complaints. Plan: Discussed observation precautions with mother. Another report from Eskenazi Medical Center progress note and encounter note dated November 18, 2020, states Daniyla Morton is a 6-year-old female who presents today for no chief complaint. On objective, their objective is no acute distress. They state the patient was provided education for social isolation and went to present to the emergency department.

After reviewing the medical records and performing an IME, I have found that all of her treatment as it relates to the automobile accident of June 20, 2020, were all appropriate, reasonable, and medically necessary.

Diagnostic Assessments by Dr. Mandel:
1. Head trauma.

2. Cervical trauma and strain.

Diagnoses #1 and #2 have all resolved.

The above diagnoses are directly caused by the automobile accident of June 20, 2020.
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In reference to an impairment rating, the patient has a 0% impairment rating. There is no apparent permanency associated with her injuries.

Future medical expenses would be zero. After talking with the mother and reviewing the records, there appears that there would not be any required future treatment or medical expenses.

I have not provided medical care or any treatment for this claimant. I have not made any referrals or advised any treatment. I have reviewed the patient’s medical records and obtained the history from the patient’s mother, but I have not performed a physical examination. The purpose of this was to do an Independent Medical Evaluation based upon the records. We have not entered into a doctor-patient relationship.

The above opinions are based solely on the information provided and mentioned above and they are expressed within a reasonable degree of medical certainty based upon the scientific principles accepted in the medical community.

I am dual board certified in both family practice and also osteopathic medicine. I have over 40 years experience in these types of cases.
The patient’s mother gave me informed consent to conduct this review and share my findings with any party who requests this information.
