The patient with cough and congestion for two days, history of type II diabetes and hypertension with a history of pneumonia and history of COPD.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Used to smoke a pack and a half of cigarettes a day, stopped past four years.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Wheezing and rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Oxygen saturation was initially 93%. The patient was given nebulizer treatment x 2 with elevation of O2 saturation to 98% on discharge.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone 15 mg. Also, given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak and DM. Follow up with me and with PCP.
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
