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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in Afghanistan in 2010.  The patient tells me that he was in the patrol.  Certainly, there is an IED explosion right in front of him.  The person in front of him got severely injured.  The patient, however, got knocked off the feet.  He felt to the ground and hit the head.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he was dizzy. He was seeing stars.  The patient tells me that he thinks he had loss of consciousness for few seconds and then his superior came in and told him to keep moving and walking for several minutes.

Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient described these are migraine headaches.  He has almost on everyday basis.  The patient has these headaches constantly.  The patient has memory loss.  He has memory gaps.  The patient also has balance issues.  The patient had difficulty in showers.  The patient feels fatigued.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.

The patient is currently working as an officer for the United States Custom & Border Patrol.  The patient tells me that his headache is preventing to work consistently.  The patient has to call him sick a lot.  The patient has to leave early a lot.  He is not able to consistently doing his job because of the headaches.  It is effecting his concentration and focus at work.  His memory loss also affecting him to do his job.
