Emily is an 85-year-old woman with history of CVA, diabetes, anemia, colon cancer stage IVA, extensive metastatic disease involving the lymph nodes, liver, adnexa. The patient has found herself to be quite weak with decreased appetite, weight loss of 20 pounds. No longer able to ambulate except with help and only from bed to the wheelchair and to chair. The patient also suffers from chronic kidney disease, anemia, both related to renal insufficiency as well as her metastatic disease and renal disease. The patient last H&H was 3 and 11 which has left her quite weak. The patient also has albumin of 2 with protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency, she lives at home and it was decided with the help of the family to place the patient on hospice since she is no longer a candidate for chemo and/or radiation at this time. The patient will be kept comfortable at home and the hospice will provide pain management and also help for family to deal with their dying family member at home, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
