PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Followup with history of seizure disorder.

PLAN: The patient advised to continue to see neurologist; his appointment coming up, to continue all medications as he has been taking as in chart. He is released from care here in view of only needing followups with neurologist. He will continue to be seen here for management of blood pressure and general medical condition, to be seen as needed. Next scheduled appointment in three months.
