CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pain in her left eye for the past two days. She states she was seen by an eye specialist and was given Tobradex eye drops to place in her eye and she states it continues to be inflamed and irritated to some degree and also with complaints of cough and congestion for the past week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has a history of “cut eye” last year with evaluation. Has a history of seasonal allergies with shots as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema and drainage from left eye. Slight inflammation and exudate from left eye. Eye exam was done with topical anesthetic with fluorescein stain, revealed an abrasion in the cornea of the left eye measuring 10 x 12 mm. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic to apply after warm compresses several times a day as directed. The patient was advised to follow up with ophthalmologist in the next few days for further evaluation.
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
