The patient tells me that he was in involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2003 and 2004, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was in various combative operations. The patient tells me that he was in a tank and then his tank got rear-ended by another tank.  The patient tells me that he fell down.  The patient was in top position.  The patient tells me that he fell down into the tank.  The patient hit the head.  The patient tells me that it made him to have severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient did not lose consciousness, however the patient was confused and dizzy.

The patient also exposed to multiple IED explosions. He tells me that *__________* he had multiple IED explosions near him.  Every time there is an IED explosion, it is usually chaotic event.  The patient tells me that this is one IED explosion that the shock wave hit him.  It hit him and he tried to dive into a bunker. As soon as he was trying to dive into the bunker, he hit the left side of the head.  The patient had immediate headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient did not feel alright for the rest of that day.

The patient since then has significant headaches.  The patient had constant headache and dizziness.  The patient has fatigue.  The patient has sleep disturbance.  The patient has hearing loss and tinnitus.  The patient has sensitivity to sound and light.  The patient’s memory is affected.  The patient’s memory is poor.  The patient has anxiety, agitation, and irritability.  The patient has poor concentration.  The patient has impulsivity.

Since the event, the patient tells me that it has impacted his family and work.  The patient has significant difficulty at work.  The patient is currently working as an environmental specialist for the county of Sonoma, California.  The patient has difficulty following conversation.  The patient has difficulty to express his thoughts.  The patient tells me he has significant memory issues, which is affecting his work performance.  The patient has difficulty to follow instructions.  The patient will forget task duties.  The patient also tells me it is affecting his family life because of his memory problems.
