Dear Dr. Molder:

This is a followup for Mr. O’Neill with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit already two years ago and this was a phone visit.  He denies hospital emergency room or surgeries or procedures.  We did an extensive review of systems and he denies all of them.  Overall he states to be feeling well.
Medications:  Only medications right now cholesterol, started on Zoloft.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure at home 120/66.  Weight at home 164 pounds.  He is able to speak in full sentences, in no respiratory distress.
Labs:  Has done chemistries in October.  Creatinine 1.3, which is baseline that represents a GFR likely in the upper 50s.  Lab calculations states more than 60 that is not true.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III with bilateral small kidneys.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Presently normal blood pressure, no medications.  Update urine sample including albumin and creatinine ratio.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition and calcium normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Everything is stable.  Encouraged to come in person.  Come back in a year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
