HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today. She slipped in her bathroom onto her buttocks, states it hurts. She states Tylenol is not helping her, she would like something stronger. She did have a gastric sleeve and notes that she cannot take nonsteroidal antiinflammatories.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypothyroid, dyslipidemia, asthma, obesity and bipolar.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gastric sleeve.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH use. No tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Contusion of the buttocks.
PLAN: We will provide Toradol injection in clinic as well as Robaxin for pain relief. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
