This is a gentleman seen here for the first time, without any significant medical history, comes in after developing pneumonia, on a primary care doctor, but he is not able to get well, still congested, short of breath. PFT reveals an inability to be able to have 25% of his FEF 25-75; less than 25% is congested reactive airway. His normal curve is completely flat on the expiration, which tells us it is an expiratory flow problem congestive, reactive, more than like associated with the residual pneumonia that he has. A chest x-ray was done and it looked to me like a left lower lobe pneumonia that it is getting better, it is resolving. He has stopped taking the antibiotics. He will be given a nebulizer treatment and terbutaline subQ of 0.4 mg, which seemed to have actually resolved the congestion and the difficulty breathing. The patient will be prescribed a Medrol pack and a Xopenex inhaler HFA to be used as needed for shortness of breath. He will come back to my office probably in the next two weeks for some blood work and a repeat of the PFT, no need for another chest x-ray and he was resolving and we will see how he is doing and progressing.
