Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Turner with stage II chronic kidney disease, history of left renal infarction, hypertension, and paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  His last visit was May 13, 2024.  Yesterday, he tripped on his dog and fell landing on his right knee and left shoulder.  The right knee is very painful and swollen as well as the left shoulder feels somewhat out of place, so he is going to follow up with you later today for further evaluation and treatment.  He denies chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough, or sputum production.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No current edema.

Medications:  He is anti-coagulated with Xarelto 20 mg daily, metoprolol 100 mg daily for rate control and other medications are unchanged from his previous visit.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 218 pounds and this is stable, pulse is 76 and blood pressure 126/80.  Neck is supple without jugular venous or distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No ascites.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on 11/4/24; creatinine is improved at 1.18, estimated GFR greater than 60.  Electrolytes are normal.  Phosphorus 3.5, albumin 4.4 and calcium 9.3.  Intact parathyroid hormone is 40.9.  Hemoglobin 14.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension is well controlled.
2. Stage II chronic kidney disease and his creatinine levels have been improved for the last two lab results.
3. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.  Anti-coagulated with Xarelto and currently in sinus rhythm.
4. History of left renal infarction and hypertension that is well controlled.  We will check his labs every 3 to 6 months and he will have a follow-up visit with this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
