Dear Jon:

This is a followup for Mr. Sisk with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in June.  Doing workup for transplant through Grand Rapids Trinity.  My understanding colonoscopy negative.  Stress test is negative.  A number of blood test and also drug screening.  Pending sleep apnea testing.  Has gained weight but no edema.  Denies nausea or vomiting.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  He denies smoking or drugs.  He denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Medications:  I will highlight Coreg, Norvasc, Lasix and hydralazine he states to be compliant.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 160/86 on the right-sided large cuff.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries November; creatinine 3.3 and GFR 22 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and glucose.  No anemia.  Testing for renal artery stenosis Doppler was negative.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV appears stable.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  No evidence of renal artery stenosis.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  He does have gross proteinuria, but not nephrotic range with negative serology including for primary membranous nephropathy.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No phosphorus binders.  No bicarbonate.  Blood pressure unfortunately poorly controlled on maximal dose Norvasc and Coreg.  We have space to increase hydralazine.  I will try to keep in the low side the diuretics.  Complete transplant workup per Grand Rapids.  Monthly blood tests.  Dialysis to be done for GFR less than 15 and symptoms.  Come back in four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
