Ms. Diaz is a 66-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2010.  She also has a history of anxiety, hyperlipidemia, elevated uric acid levels, gout, Raynaud’s, anemia, kidney stones, chronic kidney disease stage III, and hysterectomy in 2010. For her diabetes, she is on Lantus 50 units once daily, Jardiance 10 mg once daily, and Humalog based on a sliding scale. She has lost about 30 pounds over the last two months by drastically changing her diet. She avoids eating pork. She avoids eating dairy. She tries to eat a diet with lot of fruits and vegetables. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, the patient failed metformin due to chronic kidney disease stage III. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. My recommendation is to continue Jardiance 10 mg once daily and Lantus 15 units once daily and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. Fr her hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel. Continue current therapy. 

4. For her chronic kidney disease stage III to IV she is followed by Dr. Abanilla. We will continue to follow along with him.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
