DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 88-year-old white male that is followed in the office because of chronic kidney disease stage IV. The patient has been in very stable condition. The only medical condition was squamous cell carcinoma of the scalp in the posterior left parietal area that was excised; the Mohs procedure was done two weeks ago, he is feeling well. The laboratory workup that we got on 11/03/2023, shows that the patient has a creatinine that went down to 1.8, a BUN of 50 and the patient has an estimated GFR of 33.7 with 300 mg/g of creatinine. The patient is CKD IIIB-A2, very stable.

2. The patient has a history of anemia that has improved gradually. He maintains hemoglobin of 13.8. We have to keep in mind that he had the evidence of myelodysplastic syndrome in the bone marrow.

3. Atrial fibrillation on Eliquis.

4. The patient has valvular heart disease with adequate ejection fraction. The patient is recently started with Dr. Sankar as a cardiologist.

5. Osteoarthritis.

6. The uric acid has been treated with allopurinol and has been under control. The last gout attack was more than 10 years ago.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

We have invested 7 minutes of the time reviewing the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
