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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the clinic because of CKD stage V. The patient has interstitial nephritis and nephrosclerosis. The patient has been evaluated at the Transplant Program in Tampa and he has been active on the cadaver list for several months. Despite the fact that we attempted to have him prepare for dialysis with a permanent vascular access, the patient was reluctant to accept it.

2. Anemia that is followed at the Florida Cancer Center.

3. In the laboratory workup, the kidney function is as follows: the serum creatinine is 5, the BUN is 72. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits; CO2 is 19 and potassium is 5.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease that is asymptomatic.

5. Hyperuricemia under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia under control.

7. This patient has been in stable condition. We are going to reevaluate him in a couple of months with laboratory workup.

We invested 8 minutes in reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
