1. AM, 21-year-old young lady with cough, congestion, and fever. Swab test negative. Sent home with no medications. The patient’s phone not in service.

2. IZ, 13-year-old young man with testicular pain. Urinalysis negative. Ultrasound shows epididymal cyst. No torsion. Sent home with no medications. Voice box not set up. Recommend sending home with antiinflammatories and/or antibiotics empirically. Consider not recommended.

3. JU, 30-year-old male with exposure to high pressure pump explosion with a large laceration posterior medial thigh. Sent to Memorial Hermann because of the large laceration on the leg. Left message for the patient to call back.

4. JL, 48-year-old with stab wound on to the arm, seen at Kingwood four days ago. Presented to the Porter with an infected wounds. Given Toradol and Rocephin in the emergency room. Sent home with Augmentin and Motrin. Left message for the patient to call back. No lab work or white count was obtained.
5. EO, is a 13-year-old young lady with a fractured fifth digit. She has a splint in place. She took the splint off. She has been lot of pain. Splint was replaced by Dr. Ambe.

6. LT, 5-year-old young man with fever, cough, and congestion, diagnosed with Flu B. No medications were given, but there is a note in the chart as a “why” and discussion with family. He is doing better today. Father states he has some diarrhea but doing better and happy with the care received.

7. MP, 15-month-old with cough, congestion, and runny nose. Swab test x 4 negative. Sent home with Amoxil. Possible otitis media. Voice mail not set up.
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8. SO, 12-year-old with diarrhea and abdominal pain. Given IV fluids. CBC, CMP, urinalysis were negative. Sent home with Imodium AD. Doing better today. No CT was done. Consider CT in all abdominal pains. The family was happy with the care received.
9. AL, is a 47-year-old with exposure to cigarette smoke. Developed asthma exacerbation. Given albuterol and Solu-Medrol in the emergency room. Sent home with albuterol and Medrol Dosepak. Phone number was restricted.
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
