CC: Urinary urgency.
HPI: An 83-year-old female morbidly obese with urinary urgency is treated for same and it is effective, but based on weight and lymphedema. Her mobility is compromised and not often not able to get to the bathroom in time. She does wear adult briefs, but would like to be able to toilet herself instead of being incontinent. I told her I would write in order for it we can submit it to see whether Medicare will cover it. Otherwise, she can look into the cost for pain for herself.
DIAGNOSES: Urinary urgency with incontinence requested the ICD 10 code is R39.15. We will submit it and see if it is successful.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Urinary urgency with subsequent incontinence in a patient with obesity and lower extremity lymphedema and inability to get to the bathroom in a timely manner, difficult and infrequent toilet so that she can toilet herself and decrease incontinence episodes.
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
