HPI: An 85-year-old gentleman with multiple medications that he self-administers. On admit, both the patient and wife were authorized to self-administer medications as their son made their pill planners for them and then would come to the facility each morning and administer medications as well as in the evening. How that is continuing to work, I am not sure. Given the discrepancy between admit medications and now what they are actually taking, there is conversation with the patient’s son/POA and we came to reconciliation with what his medications are going forward.

MEDICATIONS: Meloxicam 15 mg q.d., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d., Singulair q.d., MiraLax q.d., spironolactone 25 mg q.d., and torsemide 20 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: TRIMETHOPRIM and ______ 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Gentleman seen coming out of room. He was alert and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/79, pulse 77, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and weight 229 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: I spoke to him and just let him know that we had organized and cleared up what his medications were and he appreciated that though I do not think he knew what he was on to begin with and there was conversation with son clarifying all of the above and he will continue to come in and address medication administration as there is concern about it being given or taken properly by family.
