HPI: A 67-year-old gentleman with mild cognitive impairment secondary to CVA. He also has a seizure disorder and major depressive disorder. He has recently been started on hospice and they come out and administer his insulin every morning. In the last couple of days, he has had two different nurses; the first nurse that came out left and was upset stating she was not coming back and it turns out that he had grabbed her breasts and she had to like get him away from her and then the nurse who came the following day which is today, also left upset and reported that he was trying to rub on her against her and she corrected him and then he re-tried again. She was able to give him his insulin, but left. When I spoke with him, he completely denies having done any of these things and then just became very belligerent, stated that he hated this place, that he was leaving, he was going home anyway and that it was bullshit that he had to be here etc. I reminded him that this is his home and, while his daughter cares for him, it is not possible for her to care for him to the extent that he needs it. Given the fact that he was so hostile and defiant toward me indicates that there was some merit to what these nurses had said and that in fact he had been inappropriate because he is usually very calm and comfortable and talkative and that was gone today. I spoke with the patient’s daughter/POA Mary Higgins and told her what had happened, she was quiet and then told me that for the past couple of months he has been talking more and more of about not having had sex since he got here and he knows it has been five years and been upset that he cannot have sex with anybody here and just talking more about feeling sexual, so again she is not surprised, but she is very apologetic and I then talked to the new ED who tells me that she has talked to other staff members here and med aides and they have told her that this inappropriate behavior on his part has been going on for several months.

DIAGNOSES: _______ anxiety disorder, peripheral neuropathy, HLD, and chronic leg edema.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/17 note.
ALLERGIES: PCN and LORAZEPAM.

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DIET: Regular and mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Inappropriate sexual behavior grabbing female staff to include hospice nurses their breasts etc. Progesterone 100 mg q.d. and this will be followed; I do not anticipate any negative side effect.

2. Social. Spoke at length with the patient’s daughter and then explained to her the above and she is in agreement.
