FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

A 69-year-old woman who is being seen today for a face-to-face evaluation with endstage dementia.
First things first, she has lost at least 12 pounds; per records, 12.5 pounds, over 10 pounds.

She is eating very little. She is very confused. She states that she is no longer on blood sugar medication because her blood sugar was dropping so low since she is not eating very much and has lost so much weight. She is only oriented to person, she thinks it is 2014 and the place she lives is the house she had back in the 40s with her husband.

She has had a few episodes of fall in the past few months. She is declining. Family that lives almost next door is her primary caregiver and she requires help with most ADLs and bowel and bladder training.

Overall, her condition has worsened regarding her thinking, her mind, and her dementia associated with weight loss, weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting. She is at a KPS score of 40% and remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
