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1. DK, 45-year-old comes in with fatigue. Blood pressure was 212/120. Given clonidine 0.1 mg. The patient’s lab and cardiac workup negative. Discharge blood pressure 140/91. The patient is unhappy because he does not know why his blood pressure went up. There was no tox screen that was done, there was no CT of the head, only cardiac lab was done and CBC and CMP and no medication was given. He does not know what to do if his blood pressure comes back up. He is going to see his primary care physician as soon as he gets an appointment.
2. JE, 30-year-old woman comes in with shortness of breath, cough, congestion, and flu-like symptoms. Blood pressure 172/119. Swab test negative. On blood pressure medications at home, not taking any extra medication. The patient’s blood pressure comes down to 167/110, still with symptoms of headache and such, was sent home with no medications. She is very upset. She was going to leave us a bad review. She is going to make “all kinds of phone calls” to let everyone know how bad her experience was. She cannot get an appointment with her physician today. So, she is thinking about going to a different emergency room again. Swab tests were done. No blood work. No medication for blood pressure and the blood pressure at discharge was 167/110. Need to discuss with Dr. English regarding his thoughts on that one.
3. CR is a 41-year-old comes in with eye pain. Eye tray shows corneal abrasion, treated with erythromycin. Sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

4. BM, 64-year-old with rash all over his body, possible cellulitis and possible poison ivy. Given clindamycin and prednisone. I wish I could talk to the patient to see how the rash was doing, but I could only leave a message.
5. LV, is an 8-year-old child with cough, fever, congestion, diagnosed with flu B. No medication given. There was a note that symptoms are 4 days’ old, hence no Tamiflu. Left message for mother to call back.
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6. SS, 38-year-old with body ache all over. Swab test negative. CBC shows 5.5 white count. Chemistry okay. No pregnancy was done. No last menstrual period documented. No urinalysis was done. I am not sure how the patient is doing. I could only leave a message. Consider urinalysis and pregnancy testing in a 38-year-old who presents with body ache all over, possible infection. UTI must be ruled out.
7. JH, is a 19-month-old baby with a temperature of 101 at home. Dr. English documents that the patient is alert, awake and playing. No swab test was done. No medication. The patient was sent home. Mother is upset about that even though the patient is doing well she wanted to make sure he did not have the flu.
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
