CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 51-year-old male who reports one-year history of chest pain. He notes worsening chest pain with activity. Pain radiates down the left arm. This is associated with now shortness of breath. He has had no other symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for pterygium, otherwise unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had *__________* although the patient currently denies that he has had any surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports weakness.

Eyes: He has impaired vision. He has burning and dryness.

Respiratory: Unremarkable.

Cardiovascular: He has had chest pain and palpitations.
Gastrointestinal: He has constipation.
Genitourinary: Unremarkable.
Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/60, pulse 100, respiratory rate 19, height 71”, and weight 213.4 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 90 beats per minute. There is left axis deviation. Left anterior fascicular block is noted.
IMPRESSION: This is a 51-year-old male with a history of chest pain over a period of one year. The etiology of chest pain is not clear.
PLAN:

1. Echocardiogram.

2. Exercise treadmill test.

3. CBC, hemoglobin A1c, and lipid panel.
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
