The patient presents with history of a temperature of 102 with croupy cough for the past day starting last night. Mother gave her part of ampule per her respiratory nebulizer. She states she has had congestion and cough for about a week and saw PCP yesterday who told she had viral conjunctivitis with drops for eyes without other treatment.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Slight croupy cough without respiratory distress. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing, which were negative.

Given nebulizer treatment here in the office with little albuterol 0.125 mg. Advised to continue home treatments with mother’s nebulizer using one-third dose if needed.
DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis and mild croup without steroids being indicated.
PLAN: Advised to continue nebulizer treatments at home. Given hose/tubing from here to use _______. Follow up with pediatrician at Texas Children’s Hospital.
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
