CHIEF COMPLAINT: Congestion and cough for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the left tympanic membrane without bulging or loss of landmarks. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with questionable trauma to the left external auditory canal.

PLAN: Treated with observation and increasing dose of vitamin C. Advised to avoid using Q-tips and to follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
