He was out of conscious for about 15-20 minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient does not remember for the rest of the day.  The patient was taken to Medical.  The patient was told that he had a concussion and that he need to fly back to the main land to a see a neurologist.  However, he could not fly back because there was severe weather at the sea. However, the patient continued to have vomit and nausea.  The patient felt dizzy and severe headache throughout the next few days.

Since the event, the patient had severe headache almost every day. The patient tells me he also has significant memory loss. His memory is not as good as before.  He also has balancing difficulties.  The patient had reading difficulties.  The patient has difficulty to understand commands.  The patient has sensitivity to light.  The patient has nausea.  The patient also has burning sensation in his head.  The patient also has sensitivity to sound. The patient is currently taking amitriptyline and also triptan class medications.

The patient is currently in active duty for the Navy.  The patient is logistic specialist.  He tells me since the event, the patient has significant difficulty to do his job.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient needs to cal sick leave a lot.  The patient is not able to perform well.  His performance is affected.  The patient also has significant light sensitivity and sound sensitivity, which is affecting the focus and concentrate at work.
