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1. RM, 23-year-old young lady seen with exacerbation of asthma. Treated with Rocephin and Solu-Medrol. Workup included swab test, chest x-ray and urinalysis. Sent home with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Doing well. She states she was very happy with the hospital and will never go back to HCA Cleveland!.

2. KS, 77-year-old woman comes in with loss of speech, numbness, dizziness, and shakiness. 164/79 was the blood pressure. The patient was given no medication. Blood pressure came down to 150/90. CBC, CMP, EKG and CT of the head was done. Diagnosis was possible TIA. No admission, observation, consultation was done nor mentioned. I spoke to her daughter and her daughter states they saw the specialist and they are in the process of working her up for stroke. I also got in touch with Dr. Algilani and sent him a copy of this chart for review since the patient should have either consulted by his hospital or admitted or both. 
3. TN, is a 50-year-old woman comes in with chief complaint of left eye irritation. No vision. There was no mention of loss of vision anywhere else by nurse or the M.D. but visual acuity test was done. The patient was sprayed in the face by Freon. She was diagnosed with chemical conjunctivitis. An eye stain was done. Nothing was seen and was sent home with no medication. The patient did not answer the phone. Visual acuity should have been done both by either physician or the specialists and chief complaint was no vision left eye. 
4. DT, this is 12-year-old young man playing basketball, developed abdominal pain, brought in. Pain was gone. CBC, CMP, and swab studies were negative. White count 7.6. No CT was done. Apparently because the pain was gone. Voicemail was left for the patient to call me back.

5. JG, 60-year-old Hispanic male seen four days ago with kidney stones, comes back with pain. CT shows moderate right-sided hydronephrosis. CBC and CMP were not done. Urinalysis was refused by the patient. The patient’s voice box does not take messages. This is an example of someone that should have been admitted. Urology should have been consulted. CBC and CMP should have been done especially with four days old hydronephrosis brought to Dr. Algilani attention and a copy of the chart was sent to him for review.
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6. WC, 44-year-old woman with chest pain and dizziness. Cardiac workup was negative. Diagnosed with anxiety. The patient states she is doing well. She has gone to see her PCP because she is not having any problems and she was given no medication. This was an example of someone 44 years old with chest pain. Cardiology should have been called. Copy was sent to Dr. A for review as well. 
7. GS, is a 65-year-old woman with left hand laceration. Referred to Dr. Buchek. Doing well now. The patient was happy with the care received. 
8. SR, 52-year-old woman with nausea, vomiting, headache. She was doing better by the time she was seen in the emergency room. Swab test was negative. No prescription was given. No medication required. The patient did not answer the phone.

9. JC, 26-year-old with sore throat, cough, congestion, and body aches. Negative swab test. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil. She was happy with the care received.

10. EM, 11-month-old baby with sore throat and not eating. Temperature of 102. Heart rate of 160. She was given Tylenol in the ER. Diagnosed with URI, pharyngitis, and otitis media. Even though swab test showed positive Flu B, the infant was treated with Amoxil and not Tamiflu. That may have been omission or it may have been by choice nevertheless it was not documented as either. The child is doing better. Mother was happy with the care.

11. TH, 24-year-old young lady with lightheadedness, earache, cough, congestion, and trouble breathing, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis. Treated with Zofran and Tylenol in the ER and sent home with Zofran and Amoxil. She is doing much better.

12. HC, 30-year-old with sore throat, cough, congestion and positive strep. Treated with Z-PAK. Liked the hospital, much better than Kingwood. “I will never go back there.” 
13. LB, 30-year-old with fever, vomiting, sore throat, headache and body aches. Positive strep. Positive otitis media. Treated with Zithromycin. Doing well. Liked the hospital well.

14. AM, 61-day-old infant seen with nausea and vomiting. White count 20000. Swab test positive. RSV and chest x-ray and pneumonia, looks stable. ER doctor contacted at Texas Children. The patient was transferred. Left message for mother to call back.

15. AM, 14-month-old with fever and chills. Positive strep. Temperature 102 at home. Treated with Amoxil. Left message for mother to call me back.
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
