David Phillips
History of Accident/Illness and Treatment: David Phillips is a 59-year-old male who reports he was injured at work on 04/14/22. He was unjamming a machine and stepped down onto a small piece of the machine and fell. He twisted his right knee and hit it on the floor. He did not go to the emergency room afterwards. He did have further evaluation and treatment including repair of a torn meniscus in December 2022. He believes he might need a partial knee replacement in the future. He is no longer receiving any active care.

As per the medical records supplied, Mr. Phillips was seen at WorkNet on 04/14/22. He stated he was stepping down from a platform and twisted his right knee medially. He had no prior history of pain or injury to this area. He did have one prior accident involving the left shoulder on 06/14/18 for which he underwent surgery. Dr. Nepp performed an evaluation and diagnosed a right knee sprain. X-rays of the knee were done. He was placed in a knee sleeve and advised to ice and take Tylenol for pain. He followed up here briefly and remained symptomatic. MRI of the knee was done on 05/16/22, to be INSERTED here. He followed up with Dr. Nepp on 05/18/22. He wrote it showed extensive tearing of the medial meniscus with moderate extrusion and a fragment displaced into the meniscotibial recess; large area a full thickness cartilage loss in the medial tibial femoral compartment; grade 1 sprain of the MCL. On 05/25/22, he was seen by orthopedic surgeon Dr. Frey. He recommended arthroscopy of the knee. On 12/29/22, Dr. Frey performed surgery to be INSERTED here. He had physical therapy postoperatively. Followup with Dr. Frey continued through 06/21/23. He recommended return to full duty with utilization of his brace. He could require repeat viscosupplementation injections every six months gauging how well his knee responds or holds up over time. He evidently had receive such injections along with physical therapy. (is my understanding he also had joint effusion aspirations.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION
LOWER EXTREMITIES: Inspection of the lower extremities revealed no bony or soft tissue abnormalities. There was no leg length discrepancy with the examinee supine, as measured at the medial malleoli. There were no scars, swelling, atrophy, or effusions. Skin was normal in color, turgor, and temperature. Range of motion was accomplished fully in all planes at the hips, knees, and ankles without crepitus or tenderness. Deep tendon reflexes were 2+ at the patella and Achilles bilaterally. Peripheral pulses, pinprick, and soft touch sensations were intact bilaterally. Manual muscle testing was 5/5 at the extensor hallucis longus and throughout the lower extremities bilaterally. There was no significant tenderness with palpation of either lower extremity.

Inspection revealed healed portal scars about the right knee, but no swelling, atrophy or effusions. Motion of both hips was full with some guarding on the right crepitus on the left. Motion of the knees and ankles was full in all planes without crepitus or tenderness. He had moderately severe tenderness to palpation about the right knee medial joint line, but there was nine on the left.
KNEES: There were negative Fabere’s, McMurray’s, Apley’s compression, Lachman’s, ligamentous distraction tests, and anterior and posterior drawer signs for internal derangement. There was no varus or valgus instability when manual pressure was applied to each knee.

He had positive McMurray’s and Apley’s compression maneuvers on the rightm, which were negative on the left.
THORACIC SPINE: Normal macro.

LUMBOSACRAL SPINE: The examinee ambulated with a physiologic gait. No limp or foot drop was evident. No hand-held assistive device was required for ambulation. The examinee was able to walk on his heels and toes without difficulty. He changed positions without difficulty and was able to squat and rise fluidly. Inspection of the lumbosacral spine revealed normal posture and lordotic curve with no apparent scars. Range of motion was accomplished fully on an active basis in flexion, extension, sidebending, and rotation bilaterally. There was no palpable spasm or tenderness of the paralumbar musculature, sacroiliac joints, sciatic notches, iliac crests, greater trochanters, or midline overlying the spinous processes. Sitting straight leg raising maneuvers were negative bilaterally for low back or radicular symptoms at 90 degrees. No extension response was elicited and slump test was negative. Supine straight leg raising maneuvers were negative bilaterally for low back or radicular symptoms at 90 degrees. Lasègue’s maneuver was negative bilaterally. Braggard's, Linder, and bowstring's maneuvers were negative for neural tension. There were negative axial loading, trunk torsion, and Hoover tests for symptom magnification.

He ambulated with a limp on the right, but no assistive devices. He could walk on his heels fluidly. He had a limp on the right and walking on his toes. He changed positions fluidly and was able to squat to 70 degrees with support.
IMPRESSIONS and ANALYSES: Based upon the history, record review, and current examination, I have arrived at the following professional opinions with a reasonable degree of medical probability.

On 04/14/22, David Phillips was coming down off of a platform and fell. He sprained his right knee and fell onto it against concrete. He was seen at WorkNet where x-rays were negative. He was initiated on conservative care. He had an MRI of the knee on 05/16/22, to be INSERTED here.

He was then seen orthopedically by Dr. Frey. On 12/29/22, he performed surgery to be INSERTED here. The Petitioner had physical therapy both pre-and postoperatively. As of 06/21/23, Dr. Frey released him to full duty.

The current exam found he ambulated with a limp on the right. He had crepitus of both knees. He had positive McMurray’s and Apley’s compression maneuvers on the right knee.
There is 7.5% partial disability referable to the statutory right leg. This assessment incorporates cartilage loss, which in my opinion is not attributable to this event.
