Dear Dr. Gelpi:
I had the pleasure of seeing Concetta Hinkel today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 88-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who has memory problem. She does not remember the recent conversation. She becomes confused. Sometime she forgets what word she has to speak. Her attention span is not good. Sometime become impulsive and impatient. Unable to recognize the serious or potentially dangerous situation. Easily frustrated quick to anger and scream. Dismisses advice from medical professionals, bank staff, police, etc. One day forget daughter’s last name. Unable to balance checkbook. Removed the document from the safe deposit box and forgot where she put it. Moves important financial documents around the house and loses them. Leaves document containing sensitive personal information around the house. Sent 25K2 scammer in 2024. Ignored medical advice from the doctor. She left the vegetable in the cellar to rot. Left the food in the refrigerator. Put the garbage in the recycling bin. Forget to change clothes. Confused and angry.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, CHF, memory impairment, left foot drop, fainting spell, bradycardia, constipation, endometrial cancer, mixed hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, and conduction disorder of the heart.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy, appendectomy, and hysterectomy.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Apixaban 5 mg b.i.d., calcium, Farxiga, diltiazem, furosemide, levothyroxine, metoprolol, and spironolactone.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Stopped smoking in 1992. Does not drink alcohol. She is retired. She is widowed, lives with the son, have four children.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased due to stroke. Father deceased chronic renal failure. Three brothers all deceased due to MI.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is confused. She has a memory loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice or cyanosis, but edema of the lower extremity is present. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. I did the mini mental status examination and she scored 27/30. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 88-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of mild Alzheimer’s disease late onset.

At this time, I would like to start Aricept 5 mg p.o. daily. I would like to see her back in my office in three months.
