CC: Agitation and inappropriate sexual comments.
HPI: A 78-year-old with mild cognitive impairment and behavioral issues that range from inappropriate sexual comments and gestures directed toward female staff, becomes very quickly agitated and will yell and storm off propelling his manual wheelchair if he does not like something that is said to him, generally directed toward his inappropriate behaviors. When talking to the patient, he will close his eyes and act like he is falling asleep; however, when some of his behaviors were pointed out, he did not like it and quickly was able to turn his wheelchair around and stormed out of the room. He generally acts like he has no recollection of anything he has done that is inappropriate and plays the role of innocent. This morning, when I first saw him, he quickly became agitated when talking about the comments and gestures that he has made toward female residents and why that is not acceptable; he actually asked what was wrong with that. When he was called out on it, his response was to leave. Then, after prolonged period of time after dinner, he willingly came in when asked and talked again about things that need to change, he had a blank expression and then asked what was wrong with what he was doing and he genuinely presents that what he is doing is completely acceptable. I told him that there are some things that we can do to help him and I will put those things into place and it was left at that. Earlier, I spoke to his son/co-POA Matt Venable and he is aware of his father’s behaviors, but attributes what he is doing to his memory problems and while he said some of that can be true, there are some where he has control or choice.

DIAGNOSES: MCI, BPSD in the form of inappropriate sexual comments or gestures and agitation, gout, polyarthritis, GERD, insomnia, chronic pain, depression, and anxiety.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Celebrex 200 mg q.d., Aricept 10 mg q.d., FeSO4 b.i.d., folic acid 1 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg b.i.d., gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., Mag-Ox b.i.d., medroxyprogesterone 5 mg q.d., melatonin 5 mg h.s., Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Paxil 40 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq two tablets q.d., Seroquel 25 mg b.i.d., simvastatin 40 mg q.p.m., spironolactone 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., D3 1000 IU q.d., thiamine 100 mg q.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.
