CC: Review x-ray results.

HPI: A 93-year-old female with pulmonary fibrosis on continuous O2, was admitted 08/28/23, non-ambulatory in a wheelchair. Since admission, she has had physical therapy and is now ambulating with the use of a walker. Staff now walk with her from room to meals or room to activities, she feels a little more comfortable having someone with her if needed. In any event, she now is walking more, has had some left hip discomfort as well as gluteal pain. She has had no falls or trauma to the area. X-ray was obtained yesterday afternoon and today results are available and are reviewed with the patient.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left hip and gluteal discomfort. X-rays to include views of pelvis show no significant hip arthropathy, mild degenerative change of the left SI joint. There is no fracture or dislocation. Soft tissues are unremarkable and no acute findings. This is reviewed with the patient, reassured her there is nothing broken, dislocated or otherwise a concern, she will receive the topical analgesic that will be applied by staff a.m. and h.s. and hopefully that will be of benefit.
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
