CC: Dental issues.
HPI: An 84-year-old who after I saw her this afternoon was taken to the dentist by her daughter who is with her when she returns and wants to speak with me. Her daughter is actually very pleasant and stated that she has three teeth that are infected and so antibiotic is required. She has a prescription and is going to pick it up and requests that I write for that antibiotic, so the patient can receive it and I told her that would not be a problem. She then states that when she takes her back to the dentist in two weeks she is going to have dental extraction x3 and there needs to be a statement as her physician that she has not been on medication that treats osteoporosis, which she has not been. I also told her what I was going to be doing for her mother and she is in agreement and then I told her that I wanted to review her medications and get rid of nonessential medications and she also agrees with that. After she left, I tried contacting her to clarify the code status, but was not able to get a hold of her, so we will address that at the next visit.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dental caries. Amoxicillin 500 mg one tablet p.o. b.i.d. for seven days.

2. Dental extraction. This will occur in two weeks and a note verifying that she has not been on any osteoporosis medication and that note will be left here at the facility for her.

3. Medication review. Three nonessential medications are discontinued and I am holding one medication for a week to see how she does without it.
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
