HPI: A 92-year-old with late onset Alzheimer’s dementia moderately severe seen today. She is seated quietly in the dining area. When I speak to her, she will look at me. She has a blank expression. She is verbal. Her speech is clear; however, comments are random, not able to give information. When I asked if she slept at night, she said yes. When I asked about pain, she said she had it in the morning and I asked her if she slept okay at night, she said that she sleeps most of the day. Staff reports that she goes to sit down to eat or be a part of an activity and will fall asleep. They leave her as she is upset if interrupted. She has had no behavioral issues directed toward other residents or staff.
DIAGNOSES: Late onset Alzheimer’s moderate and BPSD is occasional and limited. She is redirectable. Hypothyroid, HTN and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Tums 750 mg b.i.d., CoQ10 q.d., Colace q.o.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., Prevacid 30 mg q.d., levothyroxine 112 mcg q.d., Namenda 10 mg b.i.d., Toprol ER 25 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Benicar 20 mg q.d., Percocet 5/325 mg one tablet q.p.m., and Vesicare q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, GABAPENTIN and PRAVASTATIN.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female seated looking around randomly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/74, pulse 74, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 175.3 pounds.
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RESPIRATORY: She does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but mid upper lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Occasional constipation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is in a wheelchair that she can propel. She has trace lower extremity edema from being in a dependent position throughout the day.

NEURO: Orientation to self only. She will make eye contact with a blank expression. She will say a few words, but not necessarily in context to what was asked, not able to give information. She cannot show if she is upset or need something.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication review. I have discontinued 10 nonessential medications at this point in the patient’s advance state.
