CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 74-year-old gentleman who had baseline labs drawn and are ready for review. 
DIAGNOSES: Schizophrenia, unspecified dementia, IBS, BPH, osteoarthritis of left knee, major depressive disorder, exotropia of left eye, hypertension, nicotine dependence and hyperlipidemia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from recent note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and quiet gentleman.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/64, pulse 70, weight 156.2 pounds, and temperature 97.0.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 11.0 and 32.2 with normal MCV and MCH. No intervention required. He also has normal platelet count of 290 and WBC count of 5.0. 
2. BMP review. All values are WNL with the exception of BUN-to-creatinine ratio is 33 indicating some volume contraction. I told the patient he needs to drink more free water, so we will see if he does that.

3. B-type natriuretic peptide is 25, well within normal.
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
