HPI: A 68-year-old female admitted to St. Anthony’s Hospital on 10/29/25. She was diagnosed with UTI. The patient’s POA Faye Barrett was informed; she is currently out of town on a cruise, but the patient states that there has been contact with her via family. 
ALLERGIES: CODEINE, BENADRYL, HYDROCODONE, ADHESIVE TAPE, and SPIRONOLACTONE.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

During the patient’s hospitalization, she did have a GI bleed. Along with the GI bleed, it was gastritis and she has a history of esophageal cancer with metastasis to the left scapula. The patient was treated for her UTI with Rocephin. The patient who has a PEG tube for nutritional support is reported as having eaten quite well while she was at the hospital and there was no need for use of the PEG tube for support. Today, on her return here, she also ate dinner and stated that she was hungry. So, for right now, we will see if she wants to eat on her own and can eat enough to provide herself the necessary calories and nutrients, then we will let her eat. If it is not keeping up with what she needs, then will support that with feedings via the PEG tube. 
DIAGNOSES: Hypertension, CAD, COPD, anemia, dementia unspecified, glaucoma, hepatitis B, cirrhosis of the liver, osteoporosis, and right lymph node dissection of the axilla. It was also noted that the patient’s left upper extremity had some edema. Ultrasound was performed that was negative for DVT. The patient did complain of anxiety when she got here. Previously, she was treated with hydroxyzine successfully at 50 mg b.i.d. We also reviewed other medications and parameters for blood pressure meds were clarified. The patient’s medications are reviewed and checked against what she was taking already and the majority of them are same medications. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. The patient has used Tylenol and that has been effective for her. We had used Fentanyl patch also when her pain was really a problem prior to hospitalization. So, we will take a look at what we need to do for that. She does still have Fentanyl available. 
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
