CC: Request increase in his pain medication. He is currently on Norco 5/325 mg and he requested it to be up to 10 mg as he has breakthrough pain. I did speak to the patient in his room about his pain management and some things that we can do with medications he is already taking that are not narcotic and if we are going to increase his narcotic for pain, there is interim increase to 7.5 mg. 
DIAGNOSES: Adult failure to thrive, iron deficiency anemia, hypertension, major depressive disorder, central pain syndrome, GERD, pressure ulcers of sacrum, right buttock, left buttock and unstageable pressure sore of the elbow, and quadriplegia.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Large portions, thin liquid, regular diet.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note. Those that will be adjusted are gabapentin 100 mg one capsule t.i.d. I am going to increase the Norco at 5/325 mg – it is currently b.i.d. and we will increase that to t.i.d. We will wait to see whether it is of much benefit and if not we will then increase the Norco to 7.5 mg.
