HPI: A 91-year-old gentleman in resident since 11/03/2025. The patient was seen in room today. His brother/POA Peter Vail was present both of them were pleasant and seem to get along well. Before seeing Christopher, the nurse practitioner from Advanced Wound Care spoke with me as she had just seen Mr. Vail. She informs me that the patient has wound on the posterior aspect of his left lower leg and has a deep tissue injury on his right heel for which Betadine and silver are placed and then ACE wrapped with both legs then being encased in Unna boots. She states that skin is quite dry and it needs something more moisturizing than what the current treatment is. The NP tells me that the patient is cooperative able to give information and does have a sense of humor. When I went in to meet, the patient his brother who I had seen a large gentleman walk-in earlier and it turns out that it is his brother and POA Vail. It is clear looking at the patients room that he still in the moving in and getting organized process.
DIAGNOSES: BPH, hyperlipidemia, hypertriglyceridemia, dry irritated skin with scaling on arms and legs and.
