He lives in a group home. He requires help with feeding and has a child like appetite. He requires change in position to keep him from developing decubitus ulcer over bony prominent areas and has shown worsening symptoms and Parkinsonism along with severe aspiration and weight loss as it is evident in the patient’s with endstage Parkinsonism. KPS score of 40%, again lives in a group home and requires help around the clock.
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
