This is a 70-year-old gentleman lives with his wife. He is bedbound and aphasic, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinence, severe muscle wasting, has endstage heart failure, hemiplegia, history of stroke, and diabetes. The patient mourns for food. He used to be a heavy smoker and drinker in the past. He has been married. He lives with his wife of 31 years. They have seven children together, but they do not see them very much. The patient used to be in the carpet business years ago. He has recently moved to 3835 Mount Pleasant Houston Road. His immunization is up-to-date. The patient’s wife helps him eat. He is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. His wife also gives him liquid through the straw and she feels like he has to have half a can of beer a day. So, she gives him beer every afternoon. The patient has stasis ulcers about the lower legs with weeping to the stasis ulcer, diminished pulses related to diabetes and  peripheral vascular disease, KPS score is 40% much worse. The patient’s peripheral vascular disease has gotten worse and overall prognosis remains poor. He requires turning every two hours. He has severe protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting about the lower extremity temporal region and the abdominal wall.
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
