Mr. Barkley is an 81-year-old gentleman with history of colon cancer first diagnosed in 2019 status post right hemicolectomy. Subsequent chemotherapy and radiation since he had positive lymph nodes. The patient comes back now with increased abdominal pain, rash, pale color, weak, bilrubin 15, white count 5.8, elevated alkaline phosphatase of 290 with severe anemia associated with jaundice. CT scan currently shows liver involvement with obstructive jaundice. The patient has lost weight. He is eating very little. He is in pain. We discussed chemotherapy with the patient and his wife and we decided to proceed with hospice since chemotherapy will cause tremendous side effect and Mr. Barkley does not want getting involved in any nausea, vomiting, or further chemotherapeutic care and side effects at this time. He wants to be kept comfortable. He knows that the end is near, most likely has weeks to live. This was discussed with family and hospice referral was made and the patient placed on hospice with the blessing of his PCP and his family. He most likely has a week to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
