CC: Wound care issues.

HPI: A 71-year-old female, morbidly obese with DM II, has had skin breakdown bilateral posterior thighs, just above the knee. She is wheelchair bound and does propel herself, so there is a lot of friction skin and edge of her wheelchair with breakdown that has occurred and has progressively increased. Last week, we discussed wound care, so I ordered Total Wound Care. She was evaluated by Dr. Brett Krablin here in the facility and he did the initial treatment, told her when he would return and he did not and then apparently I think she contacted the company and was given a date for when someone will be out to see her and that did not happen either, so she is requesting to discontinue this service and start with another service.

DIAGNOSES: Severe morbid obesity, DM II, loss of ambulation – uses a wheelchair, lower extremity edema, polyarthralgia, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/23/2024 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Low carb.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The patient is seen in the activities room. I told her that we are going to go with a home health company that provided wound care and given the holidays coming up, it is unclear when they will get to her; hopefully, by the end of this week or Monday at latest. While she would like it sooner, she understands. I was able to see the posterior thighs bilaterally and there is some redness and a few scattered small open areas. No bleeding or other drainage and it covers an area of the roundness of a small saucepan. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral wounds, posterior thighs, multifactorial in origin. Discontinue Total Wound Care and I have ordered Traditions Home Health, who provide wound care, to follow up and assess the patient, providing wound care.
