CC: Followup on facial redness and edema.

HPI: A 101-year-old female seated in her recliner. She was alert and pleasant when seen. I was contacted regarding the patient on 11/19/2024. The patient woke up in the morning. Her face was swollen to include her neck and it was colored a dark pink. There were no vesicles. Slight warmness, nontender. She states that there was no change in medications taken or food eaten and no change in detergents, lotions, etc. The hospice nurse tells me that the patient had a hydrocortisone cream applied to her face by the med aide and looking at her medication list and going back several months, there has never been a listing for a hydrocortisone cream. So unclear if she received someone else’s medication, but clearly she had a reaction to it. Yesterday the patient was given a Benadryl; it was late afternoon and early evening. She states she slept soundly through the night and did not feel tired this morning, but she did note that there was less swelling and that her face was not brightly colored. She has no fevers or chills. No nausea. No myalgias. Appetite is at baseline. She sleeps through the night.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note a couple of weeks ago.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/66, pulse 78, temperature 97.3, respirations 16, and weight 95.6 pounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Facial edema with redness on 11/19/2024, unclear etiology. Thought that there was hydrocortisone cream placed by the med aide. The patient thinks it may have been something she ate. In any event, she has had a good response to Benadryl and states that the swelling is almost gone. She has got no burning or itching and I encouraged her to take a Benadryl tonight at bedtime.
