HPI: The patient is a 77-year-old female with advanced unspecified dementia. UA was done on 11/14/2024 at daughter’s request. She has two daughters that live in California. One of them was here visiting last week and noted that the patient just seemed more confused and was just acting differently and she felt that it was changes that are consistent with the patient having a UTI.
UA obtained and sent and it was noted that on day #1 there was growth in progress and then day #2 no growth detected after 48 hours.
So, no UTI indicated. I told this to the patient. She did not have much of a response. She was actually curled up in bed at about 4 o’clock. She asked me if I could make her room warmer, so I adjusted the thermostat. Though it was only on 72, her hands were very cold. I asked how she was feeling, she said “cold” and that is why she was in bed; she did not feel ill or have any specific pain. I did encourage her to eat and stay hydrated.
