CC: Left shoulder pain.

HPI: A 73-year-old female seen in the room. She was talking with her family and in her recliner. She is generally a very pleasant woman. After her visit last week, there was a change in her Keppra which was given to her prior to going to hemodialysis which makes the medication ineffective as it is dialyzed out. The time was changed to be given to her about 10:30 which is after she has returned from hemodialysis. I asked how that has been going and they are giving it to her on return. She also has some left shoulder pain that has been a chronic issue and it has been increasing recently. Her graft is in her left arm and she has to hold it in an extended manner through HD which she thinks has caused the increasing pain. Tylenol is ineffective. She does have a p.r.n. Norco ordered; she uses it very infrequently, but we discussed it and it will be used for the shoulder pain. 
DIAGNOSES: CKD stage IV – on hemodialysis Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday, DM II, diabetic neuropathy, hypothyroid, seizure disorder, chronic anemia secondary to CKD, depression and chronic left shoulder pain with recent exacerbation.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/14/24.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, MORPHINE, IODINE, and CODEINE.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Renal diet.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
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CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with walker use. Left shoulder was tender to palpation of the anterior and posterior areas, but primarily anterior. She has range of motion, but it is limited in extension due to the discomfort anteriorly. She is right-hand dominant and there is no swelling.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x 3. Clear coherent speech and can voice her needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left shoulder pain, exacerbation of baseline chronic pain. Norco 5/325 mg order written to give one on return from HD approximately 10:30 a.m. until pain resolved. 
2. DM-II. A1c due, order written.

3. Seizure disorder. Keppra 10 mL p.o. to be given at 10:30 a.m. on return from HD as opposed to 8 a.m.
