The patient is a well-known 67-year-old woman seen today for face-to-face evaluation with endstage COPD.
The patient continues to smoke at least a pack a day. She is short of breath at all times. She has cor pulmonale, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, which she takes Lasix for.
Her O2 sats around 88 to 90% and heart rate remaining elevated at about 105.

Her weight has been stable. She had lost 2.5 pounds a month before, but has not had any further weight loss. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has dizziness. Her blood pressure today was 89/60. She currently takes Norvasc 5 mg and we have reduced that to 2.5 mg per our visit and have let the hospice nurse know regarding that, to check blood pressure on regular basis.
She also suffers from neuropathy which she takes Neurontin for with some help. She has cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, and right-sided heart failure. The patient is also totally home bound. She is sleeping now and staying in bed more often, maybe 10-12 hours a day. Her weight loss in the past has been unavoidable because of her endstage COPD. She continues to do poorly. Given her advancement of her disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
