


ASSUME CARE NOTE

RE: Jimmy Harrison

CC: Assume care.

HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman whom I am seeing for the first time. He was seated quietly in his room and was cooperative to being interviewed. The patient was able to give information. His speech was clear and coherent. He is partially joking and partly serious. He told me that he needed earplugs as his roommate snores very loudly and keeps him awake through the night.
DIAGNOSES: Lung cancer and secondary malignancy of the bladder, hypertension, GERD, allergic rhinitis, chronic pain syndrome, unspecified anemia, HLD, glaucoma, atrial fibrillation, AAA, BPH, OA, and B12 deficiency.

MEDICATIONS: AREDS two capsules b.i.d., Senna Plus two tablets q.d., Flomax h.s., metoprolol 100 mg 1.5 tablets b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., timolol eye drops one drop OU q.d., melatonin 5 mg two capsules h.s., iron tablet one q.d., B complex one capsule q.d., omeprazole 20 mg one capsule q.d., and calcium carbonate one tablet b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly gentleman who was pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/65, pulse 60, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 133.2 pounds.

HEENT: He has partial male pattern hair loss. The remainder of his hair has full thickness. EOMI. PERLA. Wears corrective lenses. Nares patent. The patient is edentulous.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields relatively clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: He has an occasional regular rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has generalized decreased muscle mass, but adequate motor strength. The patient has both a wheelchair and a walker and he states that he uses his wheelchair as his primary mode of getting around and he denies having had any falls. 
NEURO: The patient is oriented to person and place. He has to reference for date and time. His speech is clear and able to give information. Affect congruent with situation.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Fair turgor. No significant bruising or breakdown. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Lung cancer. The patient states that he actually had his bladder cancer spread to his lungs and received chemotherapy for it and as he believes is gone. He has no significant pain or shortness of breath and does not followup with oncology. 
2. Bladder cancer. The patient states that this was the cancer that first started and spread. He had chemotherapy and he also had surgery to remove the tumor. 
3. Anemia unspecified, but the patient does receive B12 and iron supplement. Review of the most recent CBC which was end of September this year, hemoglobin is 13.2, so 5/10 of normal. Hematocrit and platelet count WNL. 
4. Hyperlipidemia. The patient takes statin Zocor at h.s. and FLP is all WNL. 
5. Screening labs. TSH and A1c are WNL. 
6. Chronic pain syndrome. The patient states that he has no pain and does not receive pain medication at this time. 
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
