The patient’s pain has been increasing, has required pain medication around the clock, also has neuropathy. Because of her severe neuropathy, she requires help around the clock and is becoming more and more ADL dependent.

The patient is short of breath. She also suffers from sleep apnea, morbid obesity and lower extremity edema. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. Her appetite has been diminishing because of her increased pain and she is a lot weaker; the weakness is also associated with decreased mentation.
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
